Named after John Oliver Simon, a passionate educator and celebrated poet dedicated to
bilingual literacy and youth writing, the Award aims to spotlight new voices with a strong
personalvision and a love of language.

"This award isn'tjust about a single poem. It's about encouraging growth and recognizing the
courage it takes to share your truth at a young age," says a spokesperson for the program.

Winners will earn public recognition, perform at community events, and interact with
established writers and educators. The competition also serves as a way to build a



supportive community of emerging creatives and to encourage their continued growth in
literature and beyond.
